Activities 
● Use say, cover, write, check to 

pronounce and write the seasons of 
the year. Add to vocabulary book.  

● Show pictures of seasons and 
describe them using season and 
weather phrases 

● Add simple conjunctions (see above) 
to extend sentences e.g. En hiver il 
fait froid et il neige. 

● Join in a poem about the seasons 
and find meaning of key words to aid 
memorisation 

● Describe seasons using colours and 
antonyms

heureux/triste - happy/sad 
coloré/fade - colourful/dull 
sombre/clair - dark/light 
joli/laid - pretty/ugly
